Peter Gates at Nottingham University created
and maintained for many years the Interna-
tional Directory of Mathematics Educators to
help mathematics educators keep in touch
world wide and to know who was working in
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various countries. The Directory consists of
one Main File, containing all individual na-
mes in alphabetical order, and also files listing
individuals country by country. The Directo-

ry has now moved to a new home http:/[www.
DirectoryMathsEd.net where it will be maintai-
ned and updated in future by Alan Rogerson.
How do names get on the Directory? In gene-
ral names are not solicited or nominated. Every
entry is made only by the individual concer-
ned, and on a voluntary basis. The Directory

is OPEN in the sense there are no criteria or
requirements for entry other than a personal
involvement in maths education, which could
cover other areas than school or university te-
aching. So it is basically up to each individual
to nominate themselves.

The website is receiving many hits, so is clearly
serving a purpose, but not many new entries
have been submitted in the past 5 months.

We warmly invite people who are not yet on
the list to enter, and for those on the list to en-
courage their colleagues to join us, so the Di-
rectory can hopefully expand and serve a wider
audience world-wide.

3 Our European Union Comenius Continuation
Project: DQME II (Developing Quality in
Mathematics Education) (2007-2010) and the
International DQME3 Project (2010-)

Margaret and I were the Polish partners for
the EU funded DQMEII, which followed on
from the original DQME I project (2004-2007)
which produced lots of materials and new ideas
for learning and teaching mathematics in the
classroom.

DQMEII formally ended in October 2010 but
has been followed by a new world-wide project
- DQME3. The first DOME3 planning meeting
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was held at the end of June this year in Ciecho-
cinek, Poland and was attended by 11 leading
mathematics educators from 8 countries and
three continents. A detailed pro-active plan of
action was produced as part of the Report of
that meeting.

Please email if you want to work with DQME3
in future, and your name will be added to the
growing list of 100+ people from all over the
world who are supporting the ideas, methods
and materials developed during the 6 years of
the two EU DQME projects. I will also send you
the DQME3 Foundation Documents and Final
Report of the Ciechocinek meeting. We look
forward to cooperating with you in implemen-
ting all its pro-active recommendations world-
wide.
